The new fiscal year started on October 1, 2015, which marked the beginning of a new training year for Information Security Awareness (ISA) training.   This training is now available in FSIS employee AgLearn Learning Plans.
The Federal Information Security Act (FISMA) of 2002 and the Office of Management and Budget (OMB) require ISA training every year for all government employees, contractors, partners and volunteers. This training introduces basic concepts for computer related security issues at USDA and includes the following topics: 
1. The Importance of Information Systems Security
1. Threats to Information Systems Security
1. Malicious Code
1. [bookmark: _GoBack]User Roles and Responsibilities
Failure to comply not only puts our standing in compliance at risk; it puts our security at risk.
Training must be completed by March 31, 2016.
Testing protocols: 
1. Web-based training and testing will be conducted through AgLearn for employees with access to a computer (see how-to instructions below).
1. Employees without access to a computer will soon receive information regarding paper-based materials, including instructions.
1. The test consists of 12 questions. You must score 70% or above to pass.
Compliance:
1. Agency training progress will be tracked in AgLearn and reported monthly to FSIS Agency management.
1. Employees who do not complete the training by March 31, 2016 will have their user accounts disabled.
How to Take the Training Online Via AgLearn
1. Click on the AgLearn link: www.AgLearn.usda.gov.
1. Click on the Login button, which will then bring you automatically to the E-Authentication page.
1. Enter your E-Authentication login user ID and password or LincPass (PIV).
1. Select FY2016 USDA Information Security Awareness Training from your “To Do” List.
1. “Yes” or “No” confirmation windows will pop-up.  Choose the appropriate selection. 
1. *If this course is not showing in your “Learning Plan”, you need to email FSIS AgLearn at FSISAgLearn@fsis.usda.gov to get the training added to your learning plan.
1. From your Learning Plan, click “Launch Content”.
1. Take the training and complete the test. 

Please Note *** Like in previous years, the ISA training has a pre-test which allows users to skip the course, if they pass the pre-test.  
1. Users who choose to take the pre-test are presented with a link that takes you to an “Item Details” page in AgLearn. From here, you can click “Launch Content” to take the pre-test.  If you pass the pre-test, the ISA course item will move to your “Completed Work” and your FY16 ISA training is complete!
1. If you fail the pre-test, you will be directed to take the ISA course. The pre-test will remain on your “To-Do” List. (This was done to ensure no one takes the pre-test repeatedly until they pass.)  Once the ISA course is completed, the pre-test can be removed from the “To-Do” List by the user.
