Anchor: Hi, I’m Alexandra Tarrant. Thanks for joining me today. To better protect public health and prevent foodborne illness, F-S-I-S is developing an enhanced, web-based, data-driven inspection system called the Public Health Information System, P-H-I-S.

Anchor: This system is designed with you in mind, which is why the agency has been holding dry-run trainings across the country to get valuable feedback from users.

Anchor: P-H-I-S will be fully automated, making for a faster, more efficient work flow, and integrating several legacy systems like P-B-I-S and A-double I-S. It’s made of four components: domestic, import, export and predictive analytics. Most importantly, the data you put in will be analyzed and trigger alerts if necessary, so problems can be addressed before food ever reaches the hands of the public.

Frontline Supervisor Rick Flegal believes P-H-I-S is a much needed enhancement for inspection.
