A new resource has been posted at http://go.usa.gov/KgB5 that explains how FSIS uses molecular subtyping technologies to reduce foodborne illness. Molecular subtyping improves identification of the source of foodborne infections; helps FSIS assess sample-specific risk of illness associated with a product, process, or an establishment; allows the agency to trace contamination within FSIS-regulated establishments; and provides highly specific data for risk assessments and attribution studies. The paper explains how FSIS is working with USDA/ARS, FDA and CDC in using the latest technology to address foodborne pathogens.
