 “Spent the day on cleanup. You take doing laundry for 

granted, but when you have 5-6 events in a row, you don’t have time to 

find a Laundromat. The way things are down here with not all businesses 

open, you’ve got to plan ahead…..  Lots of people lined up at the 

Laundromat…you just wait your turn for a machine…. 

 “We stocked up on supplies too -- picked up boxes of 

hand sanitizer from a vendor...those are very popular when we hand them 

out. Also more supplies for the Mobile -- more soap, paper towels, paper plates…Stood in long lines to buy those…. 

“We found a campsite just outside of Hammond, Louisiana.

They even had a shower!  That was great!  So for the first time since the Mobile’s been on the road – more than 2 and a half  years -- this is the first time the RV had got a campsite! 

“Tomorrow, it’s back to parking lots – but today is 

great.  We don’t have to use the generator…
