Rental Automobiles
FSIS employees traveling on official business must use a vendor that participates in the Defense Travel Management Office (DTMO) rental car agreement as a first resource in obtaining a short term rental. The rate charged by rental car companies contracting with the government includes full liability and vehicle loss and damage for the traveler and the government. Making reservations for all rental cars utilizing GovTrip will ensure that a DTMO contract firm is selected. Travelers who choose to book car rentals outside of GovTrip are running a risk of selecting a vendor that does not participate in the DTMO car rental agreement. Any traveler not using a DTMO contract firm, when one is available, is assuming liability for any insurance claims while on official travel that would have been covered by the DTMO car rental agreement insurance, damage liability and billing for damages. A list of participating vendors can be found at www.defensetravel.dod.mil/site/rental.cfm.
